“Sonia first reached out to us back in June about me doing an interview for the film,” 
says Jenkins. “I did my research and realized her last film (​Teach Us All ​) was acquired 
by Ava DuVernay and considered a companion piece to 13th, which I thought was very 
impactful. To me, BLACK BOYS takes the next step, which provides an in depth 
approach to issues facing black boys and young black men in America today.
